Contemporary Exhibition 
TARO SHINODA: LUNAR REFLECTIONS     
November  5, 2009 – January 31, 2010  

The art of Taro Shinoda engages themes of science, philosophy, and desire, and 
investigates our place in the universe. During his month-long residency in Boston in 
the spring of 2007, Shinoda was inspired by the moonlight in the Isabella Stewart 
Gardner Museum courtyard to develop his Lunar Reflection Transmission Technique. 
The project was rooted in the artist’ s early childhood memories of trying to 
communicate with his mother over great distances, entrusting messages to the moon, 
which he hoped his mother could receive on the other side of the planet when the 
moon rose for her.  

 

The artist stated: “ I am working on reviving  . . . the Lunar Reflection Transmission Technique. Every night when the 
moon is out I . . . try to remember what that technique was. I©ve spent many nights attempting it, but have a long way 
to go until I can use the technique as I used to be able to. . . .  Even if our future comes up from behind us, and even if 
we aren©t used to walking backwards, as adults I feel it is imperative to learn those techniques.”  
 
For this project, Shinoda constructed an astronomical telescope out of corrugated cardboard and attached a video 
camera to it; with this instrument he films the moon from different parts of the world. He describes his endeavor as 
“ the first step toward having a sense of us all sharing this planet together. . . . I look at the moon and, a few hours 
later, you look at it in some different country. . . . Observing the way the moon travels allows me to make an image 
of the whole world.”  
 
The exhibition includes an engawa—a Japanese viewing platform that traditionally separates the domestic space 
from the garden. From this vantage point, visitors may sit and meditate on their place in the universe as they watch 
Shinoda’s extraordinary films of the moon and mysterious night landscapes.

MODELING DEVOTION: TERRACOTTA SCULPTURE OF THE ITALIAN RENAISSANCE 
February 25 – May 23, 2010

A new look at terracotta sculpture, one of the most intriguing—but often overlooked—art forms of the Italian Renaissance. 

In Italy during the Renaissance (around 1400 to 1600), an innovative form of sculpture 
was developed using fine clay that was modeled before being fired in a kiln. Called 
terracotta in Italian (meaning baked earth), this type of sculpture has often been 
overlooked in favor of sculpture carved in marble or cast in bronze. Clay can be handled 
easily with material added, removed, or textured as required. This freedom allowed artists 
to capture fine details and emotional expression.  

Moreover, terracotta sculpture of the Renaissance was almost always painted or glazed in 
naturalistic colors. Figures were often life-sized, three-dimensional, and fully colored, 
giving terracotta sculpture a remarkable immediacy. For large works, separate figures 
were often fired separately and then assembled. 

In both religious scenes meant to inspire the faithful, as well as in portraits that recorded individual likeness, the naturalism 
of colored terracotta works conveyed emotions with great power. Isabella Gardner acquired several terracotta sculptures, 
including large multi-figured compositions.

�  JANUARY | FEBRUARY: TROPICAL PLANTS | Masses of tropical and subtropical 
plants fill the courtyard with many shades of green, punctuated by white clouds 
of jade blossoms and brightly colored orchids, bromeliads, and amaryllis. 

�  MARCH: “ ORCHIDS”  | Orchids, orchids, orchids from Lady’s Slippers to 
oncidium to Cymbidium. Spiky lemon Bromeliads and chartreuse amaryllis 
intensify the early spring light.  

�  APRIL : “ HANGING NASTURTIUMS”  | Signature garden display with cascading 
orange nasturtium vines, azaleas, spring bulbs, cineraria, calla lilies

Epitaphs 
and poetry evoke the idyllic environs enjoyed by the dead; reliefs and frescoes visualize enchanted green zones that were 
eternally blooming and animated by birds and bees.  Especially poignant are the actual plantings found in excavations near 
tombs, which offer an idea of the original, natural context of many of the marbles now in the Gardner Museum courtyard. 
 
ETERNALLY GREEN: NATURAL BURIAL AND NEW CEMETERY LANDSCAPES

With Mark Harr is, former environmental columnist, Los Angeles Times, and author of Grave Matters: A Journey

Green cemeteries that take an eco-friendly approach to burials and memorialization are springing up in North America, England 
and Europe.  Permitting only chemical-free burials in biodegradable coffins, the new green graveyards allow the speedy 
decomposition of the body and its return to the natural cycle of life. At the same time, green cemeteries work to preserve land 
from development and, in the best of schemes, restore it to ecological health. Using archival images of early American 
cemeteries and recent photographs of green cemeteries here and abroad, Harris examines the history of natural burial, tracing its 
roots in the rural cemetery movement to current strategies for land preservation.

Cultivated from clippings from the previous 
year’s plants, the annual display hangs 15’  to 20’  bright orange 
nasturtium vines from the central courtyard balconies. The tradition was 
started by Mrs. Gardner herself in the early 20th century and is captured 
in a painting by Arthur Pope, Nasturtiums at Fenway Court (1919), on 
view in the Macknight Room. The Hanging Nasturtiums garden display 
is seen nowhere else and is a must-see for gardening enthusiasts!
