The exhibition will include film shots from Tokyo, Istanbul, and Limerick, in addition to Boston, a sound installation, and
an engawa--a Japanese viewing platform that traditionally separates the domestic space from the garden. From this vantage
point, visitors may sit and meditate on their place in the universe as they watch Shinoda®extraordinary films of the moon
and mysterious night landscapes.

Taro Shinoda®work has been shown in: Korea at the Busan Biennale; Turkey at the Istanbul Biennial; Limerick, Ireland at
the EV+A festival; Los Angeles at the Roy and Edna Disney Calarts Theater; Tokyo at the Mori Art Museum; San

These installations—including the new Chrysanthemums in the Courtyard display in October/November—celebrate the
art of landscape and Isabella Gardner’ s legacy of changing garden displays, including award-winning orchids and
chrysanthemums.
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“HANGING NASTURTIUMS’ | Early-Mid April  Annual

Every April, in commemoration of |sabella Gardner’ s birthday and
her love of flowers, the Gardner Museum presents its beloved annual
nasturtium display. Hanging Nasturtiums features 15’ to 20" bright
orange nasturtium vines cascading from the bal conies of the central
courtyard. The tradition was started by Isabella Gardner herself in
the early 20" century and is captured in a painting by Arthur Pope,
Nasturtiums at Fenway Court (1919), on view in the Macknight
Room. Hanging Nasturtiums is a unique display not seen anywhere
else —and amust see for gardening enthusiasts!

And in amore modern tradition, patrons to The Gardner Café every

April can aso indulge in the culinary side of nasturtium blossoms
Annua Hanging Nasturtiums display

with an all-new Edible Nasturtiums menu created by Chef/Owner Peter Crowley. The menu incorporates nasturtium
blossomsinto a pairing of traditional springtime favorites: a savory entrée (duck confit and potato gratin); and alight
springtime dessert (citrus pound cake with nasturtium syrup and orange blossom sorbet). The Hanging Nasturtiums
display and Edible Nasturtiums menu are available throughout April.

“CHRYSANTHEMUMSIN THE COURTYARD?” « October & November « Annual

New Japanese-style chrysanthemums mix with the Gardner’s
heirloom plantsin a celebration of color on view October and
November 2010 in the courtyard.

This unique display combines dozens of varieties of chrysanthemums
cultivated by the museum’ s horticulture department for more than six
months using Japanese cultivation methods to create a single stalk
and single flower on each specimen plant. Over the spring and
summer the plants were pinched weekly (thisis called disbudding)
and fertilized at specific intervalsto train them. This style with a
singlelarge bloomis called Kiku.

The technique of training chrysanthemums in this way became
popular in the West around the turn of the century. When I sabella
Gardner was alive, she had chrysanthemumsin the courtyard. In
addition, the museum continued this tradition for many years after
her death, entering their chrysanthemums into the fall flower exhibits

mums cultivated in the Japanese style.

In 2007, Angel Valley Heritage Mums of Stone Creek, Ohio, donated cuttings of over 100 new varieties of
chrysanthemums, many on display at the Gardner thisfall. These were followed by donated cuttings of specialty mums
from Longwood Gardensin Kennett Square, Pennsylvania, and three new varieties from Y oder Brothers.
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“AHOLIDAY GARDEN”

L ate-November through Early-January < Annual

Each year, the courtyard garden is decked out for the holidaysin
hues of red and white, including poinsettias, holly, evergreens and
flowering jade plants. Blooming through snow and winter winds,
the courtyard at the Isabella Stewart Gardner Museum is a
welcome oasis from Boston winters and the frenzy of the season,
and the city’ s only indoor garden of its kind.
